Pray that pro-life UM pastors will be 
bold in their stand for life and for 
Biblical truth. (Eph. 4:11-15)  
 

Pray for pregnant women who have 
decided against abortion that the 
Lord will give them peace and as-
surance of His love and 
protection. (Ps. 20:1-2)  
 

Pray for the millions of 
women who have had 
abortions and who suffer 
all the physical and emo-
tional consequences. 
Pray that our churches 
will offer forgiveness and 
love to them. (Ps. 34:18)  
 

Pray that God will give His people 
in the UMC a hunger and thirst for 
righteousness (Matt. 5:6)  
 

Pray that the Holy Spirit will awaken 
all Christians to the truth about 
abortion. (Prov. 24:10-12) 
 

Pray for people in organizations 
such as Planned Parenthood that 
promote abortion. (Prov. 23:10,11)  
 

Pray that God will pour out His 
Spirit and send revival in our coun-
try. Pray that many will be brought 
into His kingdom and that abortion 
and other evils will be brought to an 
end. (2 Chr. 7:14)  
 

Pray that adoption will gain accep-
tance in our culture so birthmothers 
will consider it in situations where it 
would be best for their children.  

 

Pray that women tempted by abor-
tion will be drawn to crisis preg-
nancy centers and other places that 
can provide positive alternatives. 
(Ps. 1:1-3) 
 

Pray for youth, many of whom are 
under tremendous pressure 
to be sexually active.

Pray that those in the 
news media will have their 
eyes opened to see and re-
port the truth about abortion. 
(Prov. 14:25)  
 

Pray for the staff/volunteers in the 
more than 3,000 crisis pregnancy 
centers around the U.S.  
 

Pray for the families of pregnant 
teens—that they would lean on the 
Lord for His strength and His wis-
dom during this stressful time. 
(Ps. 18:2) 
 

Pray for single moms, abused 
mothers and also mothers who, 
because of seemingly insurmount-
able circumstances, are tempted by 
abortion. (Ps. 121)  
 

Pray for perseverance and patience 
as we trust  God for the victory in 
this battle for life. (2 Chron. 
20:6,15,17) 
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
